VENDOR INFORMATION 
Festival dates – 

Saturday, July 10 (10-5)  
Sunday, July 11 (10-4) 
Street Dance Friday – July 9 

Location: All booths are located on the town square in Hayesville, NC and are approximately 10’ X 
10’. 
FEES: $75 per booth until the April 10, 2021deadline. For all applications postmarked after the April 
10th deadline, the fee will increase to $100. All new vendors will be notified after the April 10th deadline 
if they have been accepted. Returning vendors are given priority except in jewelry. Please understand that 
we cannot guarantee that you are the only vendor doing your type of craft.  I do try to spread out vendors 
who are doing the same type of craft though.   
 
GUIDELINES: 
*Objects must be handmade, and any mass-produced components within the object must be clearly of 
secondary importance to the handmade aspects of the object. If you do not make it, don't put it in your 
booth! 
*All buy and sell items are strictly prohibited 
*No work assembled from kits  
*No plants 
*The Guideline and Policy Committee will be checking booths to assure that all guidelines are followed.

POLICIES:  
*No Friday night sales 
*If your booth represents more than one vendor, all must be present at the show and listed on the application. 
*All new vendors must submit three photos of work to be exhibited. If more than one vendor is selling items 
in a booth space, photos from all vendors are required. Any type of work not represented in your photos will 
not be allowed. Photos will not be returned. Please include a photo of your work area with work in progress. 
This is very important. 
*Unless you are a jeweler, returning vendors need only submit photos of new items that we do not already 
have photos of.  
  ALL jewelers must submit pictures of all types of jewelry that you will have in your booth.  No 
picture=not in booth. A committee will choose the jewelers who will be accepted into the show based on the 
quality displayed in these pictures. Past participation is not a guarantee of acceptance. I will not be 
participating in the decision-making process in order not to show preference.  
*No refunds for cancellations 
*Tables must be skirted and all extra items stored out of sight.  
*NO PETS by order of county policy! If service dogs are to be present please submit documentation with 
application. 
*Booths are to be open 10:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. on Saturday and from 10:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m. on Sunday. 
Booths must not be broken down before 4:00 on Sunday or you will not be invited back next year. If 
an emergency occurs, just contact Joan Joppie for permission to leave early with no penalty. 
*Security guards are provided Friday and Saturday nights. 
*CCHAC is not liable for work which is damaged or stolen. 
*CCHAC reserves the right to limit any category to provide diversity of crafts throughout the Festival and 
to give vendors a reasonable chance for successful sales. 
No vendor vehicles can be left on the square either Saturday or Sunday except for unloading or 
restocking in the morning.  Strictly enforced!! 
*If a vendor does not comply with policies or exhibits conduct which creates a problem or an unpleasant 
atmosphere for the show, they will not receive an invitation for next year.
